Fair warning to all: My topic this month is orchid virus tegti This testing ranks right up there with the other
virtues, like exercise, honesty, being a good friend, punctuality, etc. And yet, even when we know better, we
sometimes fail to do the right thing. Before you can do the right thing, you need te be rdzognize potential
virus infections in your plants.

Leaves: Color blotches, color bleaching or malformation. Each of these may be caused by poor growing conditions,

sunburn or excessive heat , o¥ertilizing, overcrowded pots and benches, untitilizing (especially calcium and
magnesium deficiencies), or orchid viruses.

Blooms and Buds Malformation, color breaks, bud drop or failure to mature, or missing parts. Each of these

be caused by thrips, sunburn or excessive heatfes#izing, underfertilizing (especially calcium and magnesium

deficiencies), other insects and pests, genetic

So how to tell? The oftepeated joke here is the judge who was asked to define pornogtdplopuld not provide
a definition, but maintained he would know it when he saw it. So it is with orchid viruses versus other potenti
causes. Making a reasoned judgment often comes down to a process of sequential elimination. Then one c
point where even AOS judges and laigmale commercial growers may differ on causation.
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The only way to prove your particular plant either is or is not virused is to test it. Karen and | ordered a batch of 50

test kits from Agdia, Inc. in Elkhart, Indiamaline. They sell smaller quantities, but there is a large difference ir
delivered price per test kit if you order a bunch and share the expense with NOS friends. (Just like Monopoly
someone has to be the Banker). That reduces the cost per test 0t &ich to $6.50 each based on buying 50

We tested 5 suspicious plants today. Two were virused. At this point, commercial growers discard and burn
offending plants. This is really the only way to protect their inventory due to the risk ofanfe@Ve, as hobby
growers, have nominated a Avirus treed in our ya
We hope the distance will be adequate to prevent any virus from infecting other plants.

So be vigilant. Keep your gromg area and rpotting work areas clean. You may want to use Physan 20 as a
general cleaner. ltis a fungicide, algaecide, virucide and bactericide, all in one. Use two teaspoons per gall
month.
